Thia kandy outdoor setting is stmple
to construct and will give you and your family years

of pleasure.

Before vou start, please read all the instructions carefully
and then order the materials required at your local HOME
Timber and Hardware Store.

MATERIALS

You will need 7Tomin x 20mm Treated Pine, Jarrah or
Merban eut to the following lengths:

#1Tx1350mm  *4 x720mm * T X 650mimn

* 6 X G00mm * 2 X H%0mm * 8 X 430mim

* 4 ¥ 290mimn * 14 x 2T5mm

Treated Pine Screws ribbed head countersunk Phillips
drive galvanized

* 5 pange X 40mm X150 5 gauge X 30mm X 150
TOOLS

To budld this outdoor setting, you will need:

= Power saw or Hand saw  » Jig saw or Coping saw

» DrillBerewdriver  » Square and Hammer

= Tape or Folding rule  « Pencil

= Bander or Sandpaper & Block  » 1 x 4. 5mm Drill Bit

PREPARATION

Cut the treated pine to the lengths described in the
material list.

The 17 pieces of 1350mm are for the top of the table and
two zeata. They should be zet out as follows:
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The easiest method of doing thiz is to mark the set ont
lines on one piece then tranzfer the lines to a second piece
using your square. Theze lines mark the position of the
three railz under the table and seat tops. To transfer the
set out lines to the remaining 15 pieces, vou will need to
find a flat surface, ie. floor, bench, table.




Lay the unmarked pieces together on their edge. Place the
two marked up pieces on either side. Using a straight

piece of timber, make sure all ends are in line, Next, using
your straight edge, transfer the set out lines across all the

pieces of timber.
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STEP 3
o Weatt, vou need to set up the three
M _ rails under the table.
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Tablke Top Ralls

Theze lines give us the position of sur
top pleces for our seats. Follow the same
procedure az for the table rails. |
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Take three pieces 650mm long and set
out as follows:

Thesze lines give the position for the
top pieces of the table. You now need
to get ot the screw holes which
should be staggered as shown,

It iz only necessary to set out one rail
and mark the serew holes with a nail
and hammer. Now, with the 4.5mm
Dl Bit in your drill, drill the holes in
the piece you have marked. You can
now place this piece on top of the

other two rails in turn and drill
through the bottom plece.

Saat Top Falls
For the seat top rails, - o
take six pleces v
275mm long and .

set out as follows:
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The four pieces x T30mm and the two pieces x 500mm are
the table leg unrights and should be set out as follows:
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Cut ont a Tmm x 20mm recess at each end of the four
T30mm pieces. Thiz is to accept the top and bottom rails
of the leg. Now set out the screw holes and drill.
Eemember, you need only =t out one and use it as a
pattern to drill the other three. The two 590mm pieces
do not get cut or drilled.

The eight pleces x 430mm and the four pieces x 200mm
are the seat leg uprights and ave set out as follows:
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Cut and drill as for the table uprighta. The four pieces x
200mm do not get eut or drilled.

The remaining four pieces x 650mm are the top and
bottom rails for the table legs and are et out as follows:
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Tabfe Top and fctiom Rl
Diwill four holes where indieated in each piece.

The remaining eight pieces x 275mm are the top and
bottom rails for the seaf legs and are set ot az follows:
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Saat Top and Baotlorn Ralk

Diill four holes where indieated in each piece.

STEFP 9
The six pieces x 600mm are the braces and are zet out and
cut as follows:
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Bracss
Cut opposing 45 degree angles on each end =0 the length
from long point to long point i2 560mm. Now, on one end
cut another 45 degree angle to form a point. The overall
length should now be 550mm. Set out holes az indieated.
Do nuot drill at this stage.

The next job iz to round off some of the ends to give your
outdoor setting a more professional finizh and to make it
more comfortable to st at.

The pieces that need to be rounded off are:

4 x 650mrm top and bottom rails for the table legs
8 x 2Thmrmn top and bottom rails for the seat legs,

An eazy way to mark the round ends is touse a round
cortainer uch as a paint tin - a 1 litre size is ideal. Onee
youl have marked them, cut and zand them to shape,

ASSEMBLY

On a flat surface, lay the nine pieces for the table top face
down with the two rounded pieces to the outzide. Take the
three table top rails and position them on the =et out linez
uzing the 30mm serew. Fix one end of the table rails 10mm
in from the edge of the rounded top piece with the two
gerews in each rail. Fix the other end of the rails to the
other rounded piece 10mm in from the edge and aligned



with the set out marks. Check that all the ends are level
and the spacing between the pieces is equal and serew
them all in place.

Eepeat the procedure for the seat topz.

Take the four x T30mm table leg uprights and the two x
590mm and aszemble az follows, Using the 40mm screws,
serew two of the Ta0mm pieces on either side of the
590mm piece as shown:

Now place a top and bottom table leg rail on either end
and serew in place with 40mm screws.

Take the eight x 430mm 2eat leg uprights and the four x
290mm and assemble using the 40mm screws. Screw two
of the 430mm either side of the 280mm as above. Now
place atop and bottom seat leg rail on either end and
screw in place with 40mm screws.

STEP 13
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Pre-drill five holes in the top table leg rail and three in
the top seat leg rail az shown above, Theze holes will
be uzed to screw the legs to the table and zeats nsing
4imim 2crews,



Lay the table top on a flat surface. Serew the legs in place.
You are now ready to brace the legs using two of the

pre-cut braces.
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DX With two 4imm screws i eaclh. You will need to drill
these holes at thiz stage. Now check that the legs are
souare to the top and fix with three 40mm screws, one
through the face and two through the edge.

Eepeat: to assemble seats.

FINISHING

To put the finishing touch to your outdoor setting, sand off
any rough sirfaces or edges, You can apply a good quality
exterior paint or stain if vou wish. Visit your local HOME
