Plan the Fence

Planning the fence requires you to aslect the location, style
and height of the fencs, and to check with vour local eounel if
a building perrmt 18 required, or if there are certain
regulations affecting your preferred style. In addition, it
wonld be wige to have a registerad surveyor do a aife aurvey
to ensures vour fenee will be on the correct bonndaries.

Don't forget to plan for a gate, and perhaps ineorporate a new
lettarbow

The Right Materials

T do the job correctly it i3 important to select the rght
timbers for outdoor use. These are called “durabls timbera®
and will laat for a long time when buried in the ground or
expoasad to the weather.

Typieal timbers which are suitable for a pleket fence are -
treated mne, evprug pine, Jarrah, hardwood, and red gum.
Your nearest Home Timber and Hardware can help yvou aslact
the best local tmbers for your job.

It ia also important to uas the correct aizea for the difforent
membera Some typical sizes for a 1.5 metre high fence are

Setting Out

Installing the Posis

Mg the holes for the end posta first, 300mm aquare and
G0mm desp. If a pdeket fance i3 higher than 1.8 metras, holes
ahould be deeper than &Mhmm.

Placs the poata cenfral in the holes and attach two braces asz
ahown., Plumb the poats with a apirit level and fasten the
braces securely. If the soil is sandy then additional braces
below the ground are required, as shown.

Fill the holes completely with Premix conerate, or make up a
cement-an] mix (6 parts acdl to 1 part cement) and consolidate
by hard ramrmdng with a erow bar. Cheek the posts with a
apirt level and adjust to plumb if neesasary. The top of the
footings ahould be sloped away from the posta to drain away
water: The remainder of the poats ean be installed in the same
way, using a string line to enaure that they all are in a straight
line. Allow a few dava for the cement to cure before
procesding.
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Fitting the Rails and Plinth

The posts now have to be notehed to fit the radla. Attach the
atring line on the end posta af the required height of each rail,
and mark out the appropriate position on each intermediate




Moat pieket fenced have only two croaa rails, with the top rail
150mm down from the top of the posts, and the bottom rail
1560mm above the plinth.

Fix the radls to the posta with two 756 ¥ 3 75mm galvansed
bullet head naila. Joins in the rails should be butted together
ii1 the centre of the post noteh.

When the rails are in place, locats the plinth at the base of the
poata, The phinth is fixed on the face of the poata - 1t 18 not
notehed in Phintha should run parallel to the ground, and a
little above it. Tae small packsrs to st the plinth on before
fixing in place. Fasten the plinth with two 75 x 3.75mim
galvanizad bullet head nadls.

Fixing the Pickets

At this abaps it 1a necssaary to aslect the shape along the top
of the fenee - straight or curved. For a straight top uss a
stringline along the posts to Une up the plekets. A curved top
can be ereated by also nsng aatringline, allowing it to go
slack in the moddle to the desred shaps, Measure the distancs
frommn the low pednt of the stAng to the plinth, and use this
measurament to gatablish the same eurve for the other baya
When fixing the picketa it 1s important to make them evenly
spaced. The usual gap is betwzen 25 to 35mm. Fix the two end
pickets (chacking for true vertieal with a spirit levely and then
work from ong end using a “spacer” to Kesp the gaps uniform.
Fix the pickets with two 50 x 2.23mm galvanized bullet head
nmls to sach rail.

Finishing
Firshing touches are important to maks your fence as
attractive as pos=ble. For example, top the poata with
“eapitala” as illuatrated below.

When expoasd to the weather, all timbers eventually lose their
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colour and turn grey. Therefore the application of a coat of
paint (or stain) will enhanee the appearancs of the fence, as
well as provide additional protection from the weather.
Several tvpes of painta and stains are swtable for extarnal
uze, your Home Timber and Hardware expsrta can help you
selact the right colour and paint types for your project.
